Thank you for your interest in being a volunteer for the 2012 Ontario Winter Games! 

The 2012 Ontario Winter Games will be taking place from March 8 through 11th and will 

showcase some of Ontario’s best amateur athletes (and some Olympic hopefuls!).  

There will be 27 sports taking place across the 4 days of competition, with venues 

located in Midland, Barrie, Stayner, Wasaga Beach, CFB Borden, Collingwood, Blue 

Mountains and Thornbury.

Here are the details: 

Time Commitment: Up to you!  You can volunteer for the entire time, for certain days 

or even for certain hours.  When you complete our volunteer registration form, you can 

indicate what areas you are interested in volunteering in, as well as what days, times 

and locations you are available for. 

Process for becoming a volunteer: 

1) Go to www.ontariowintergames.com and click on the “VOLUNTEER” section on 

the top bar (light grey colour) 

2) IMPORTANT INFORMATION: Read the “General Information” and 

“Requirements” section, found on the left hand side 

3) REGISTER: Click on “Volunteer Registration” either on the left hand side, or on 

the big blue button at the top of the screen.  Then complete the online volunteer 

registration form. 

4) RECORD CHECK: Print off the forms you need to take to your local OPP station 

to get a police record check done.  You can also pick up a copy of these forms 

from the Games Headquarters located at 105 Hurontario Street in Collingwood 

(open Monday through Friday, from 8:30am-4:30pm).   

 



Please note: if you live in the Collingwood area, you require an original 

signature on the volunteer letter.  Copies are available at the Games 

Headquarters at 105 Hurontario Street from 8:30am-4:30pm Monday 

through Friday. 

 

Volunteer Training: We will be holding a volunteer training session on Sunday 

February 12 at 1pm. The training will take place at the Georgian College, Collingwood 

Campus (located at Raglan St and Poplar Sdrd).  Once you have registered online as a 

volunteer, you will receive more information about the upcoming training session, as 

well as information on how to RSVP.
