Neither Metro Edmonton or Metro Grande Prairie leagues were in good standing with Wild Rose. The owner of both leagues, CRAIG THIESSEN (Metro Sports – MSI) )  has not paid, in full, membership fees from the 2014 season,  and MSI decided it did not want to pay the 2015 membership fees.  Wild Rose Ball Hockey Association then terminated membership of both leagues, as of July 3, 2015
